Two Putnam residents will be honored for their contribution to environmental conservation at the 42nd Anniversary Putnam County Land Trust Dinner on Saturday, April 9th.

For the 10th consecutive year, the land trust will be honoring an individual from Putnam County who has contributed to a culture in which respect for the natural landscape is promoted.   This award, the PCLT Blue Heron Award, will be presented this year to David Amram.  Mr. Amram is a world-renowned composer who has composed over 100 symphonic and chamber works, two operas, scores for Broadway Theater and for films, and authored three books.  A pioneer player of jazz French horn, he is also a virtuoso on piano, numerous flutes and whistles, percussion, and dozens of folkloric instruments from 25 countries, as well as an inventive, funny improvisational lyricist. The Boston Globe described him as the “Renaissance Man of American Music.”   He continues to advocate for and to raise funds for environmental causes, and for the past 26 years he has been a volunteer for the Putnam County 4-H.

The Leadership in Giving Award which recognizes an individual, family or company that has been generous to Putnam County Land Trust will be presented to Jack Gress of Brewster.  “Mr. Gress is one of those rare individuals who had worked tirelessly to support the Land Trust,” said PCLT President Judy Terlizzi, “He donated countless hours toward the completion of the Dorrie O Brien House which serves as the Putnam County Land Trust headquarters, and continues to be available for all kinds of assistance when it is needed.”  Mr. Gress retired 10 years ago from his welding repair and rental shop.  He manages the Someday retirement community in Brewster, and is an active volunteer for various organizations in Brewster.
